Oakham Town Council is inviting tenders for the Town’s summer floral displays for the four year period from 2012 – 2015. The specification is detailed below.
OAKHAM TOWN CENTRE FLORAL DISPLAYS 2012 - 2015
Oakham Town Council has been informed by Oakham in Bloom that their colour scheme will be gold, scarlet and purple for the Summer of 2012. They anticipate that the gold will be marigolds, the scarlet geraniums and begonias and the purple salvias and petunias, though this may have to change once they have checked on availability.

The baskets and containers should use plants that complement this proposed colour scheme and details of the plants to be used are to form part of the tender. The 2011 plant list from Oakham in Bloom was:

Plant lists will be distributed to the successful company as soon as they are available and will also be sent out in subsequent years

GENERAL SPECIFICATION
To plant up containers using plants that will complement the plant list using bedding compost, water retaining granules and slow release plant food.

All containers are presently stored at Rutland Garden Centre and will need to be collected and subsequently stored by the successful contractor.

The contractor will be responsible for the erection and removal of the containers as well as the disposal of all waste removed from the containers. Any damaged or vandalised containers that require replanting or replacing shall be dealt with within 24 hours of notification.

All containers shall be erected in early June within 5 days of an agreed date. All displays shall be fitted, where possible, with heavy duty cable ties or other means to prevent easy removal. The containers will be removed in September within 5 days of a previously agreed date.

The length of the contract is for four years and a decision on this will be made at the Council meeting in January 2012 (see below).  
A summary of the list of containers for summer planting is as follows. The list is split into two separate schedules.
Schedule 1 
· 14 small (18”) hay mangers / racks
· 36  large (30”) hay mangers / racks
· 8 18” baskets

· 70 16” baskets

· 7 window boxes (36”)

Schedule 2 
· 65 half round containers (24” diameter) attached to lamp columns throughout the Town
· 11 troughs (36”) long attached to railings on Barleythorpe Road and at Cutts Close
The containers listed in Schedule 1 are watered by the businesses to which they are attached
The containers listed in Schedule 2 are watered by Oakham Town Council.

Both lists are correct as of November 2011 and are based on the schedules for 2011. They may, however, be subject to change. The successful contractor will be kept as up to date as possible on any changes. 
You are requested to submit separate prices for the displays in Schedule 1 and Schedule 2. The quotation should also give the individual total for each different type of planter.

As detailed above, a number of displays are currently watered by Oakham Town Council. The watering contract will also be advertised if the Council’s budget is sufficient to cover the cost of both the planting and watering of the 65 lamp post mounted planters and the 11 barrier troughs. This is by no means certain and will not be known until the budget is agreed at the same meeting at which the contract is awarded. You may also wish to submit a quote for this watering contract. This should be on a weekly basis and the contract will be for a minimum of 13 weeks.
The closing date for tenders is noon on Friday December 23rd 2011 and a decision will be made at the meeting of Oakham Town Council scheduled for Wednesday January 11th 2012.
